hereby announces a call for applications pursuant to Section 35 and An-

nex 1 of the Regulation on Student Fees and Benefits  
for a study abroad scholarship 

for students of the University for the 1st semester of the 2023/2024 aca-
demic year  

 
 

(1) The study abroad scholarship constitutes a financial benefit which supports stu-
dents’ studies in higher education institutions abroad. 

(2) The study abroad scholarship is available to students pursuing their studies in a 
full-time (daytime delivery) bachelor programme, two-or single cycle master pro-
gramme. 

(3) The scholarship is composed of two parts: 
a. The first part is subject to the academic performance and the professional 

activities of the applying student,  
b. The second part is related to the mobility grant published by Student Ser-

vices. 
(4) Applications for a study abroad scholarship may be submitted by students of the 

University who have been awarded a scholarship for study abroad for a period of 
at least three (3) months in a study abroad programme. Examples include ERAS-
MUS, CEEPUS, CEMS and any other scholarship scheme published by Student 
Services that is open to anyone and supports study periods abroad. 

(5) The call for applications is available in Neptun under Administration/Re-
quests/Requests with text field in the Application Form "Study Abroad Scholar-
ship 2022/2023/2". The call for applications is also available on the University’s 
website.  

(6) The application period will start on 19 september 2023 at 10:00 am. The 
deadline for submission of applications is 25 september 2023, noon. The time 
limit is of peremptory nature, there is no room for correcting deficiencies or for 
applying for continuation. 

(7) The certificates to be attached to the application must be scanned and legible in 
PDF, PNG, JPG or JPEG format and must not exceed 500 Kb each. Certificates 
in Hungarian and English may be attached, and unofficial translations of docu-
ments in other languages must also be provided. The application can only be sub-
mitted if the applicant has uploaded a certificate for all the activities indicated in 
the application. 

(8) Applications must be accompanied by the documents specified in the Annex to 
the call for proposals and by the grant agreement. 

(9) Applications will be assessed as follows (detailed guidelines are given in the An-
nex to this call): 

a. For academic performance, the average of the last active, completed semes-
ter is taken into account. 

b. For the general evaluation of public and student association activities and 
for the evaluation of professional activities in student associations, the activ-
ities carried out during the last active semester may be considered. 

c. For scientific activities, the activity in the last active semester may be taken 
into account. 

d. General evaluation of sport activities 
i. For active, successful sporting activities, the results of the last one (1) 

year (in or after the second semester of 2022/23/) may be counted. 
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ii. Sports activities do not include e-sports. 
(10) For certificates, the following procedure applies: In addition to the traditional pa-

per certificates (which must be signed, dated in blue pen and stamped by the cer-
tifier), the assessment committee will also accept electronic certificates. The cer-
tifier shall send the statement or certificate issued to the student from the 
...................@uni-corvinus.hu(in case he/she is a leader of a student union or col-
lege for advanced studies, from the  .............@stud.uni-corvinus.hu) e-mail ad-
dress to the student’s address............@stud.uni-corvinus.hu. The student should 
attach this e-mail in pdf format (with the e-mail addresses visible in the attach-
ment) when filling in the application form in Neptun. For more information about 
the electronic certificate, please contact the Student Social Committee (hereafter: 
SSC). 

(11) The detailed criteria for the scholarship are set out in the Annex to the call for 
proposals. 

(12) The scholarship shall be paid as a one-off amount for the entire period of the 
courses taken at a higher education institution abroad. 

(13) A student will lose his/her eligibility for the scholarship if he/she loses his/her 
eligibility for the scholarship under (4). 

(14) The scholarship will be paid to students once they have registered as active stu-
dents for the semester of the trip. 

(15) If a student benefits from support and  
a. the study visit does not take place for any reason, or  
b. if the student does not upload the statement issued by the host institution 

confirming the student's arrival in the Neptun system within thirty (30) days 
of the departure date indicated on the application form, the student must 
repay the grant to the University within sixty (60) days. 

(16) If a student's trip or stay abroad is interrupted or cancelled for reasons beyond 
his/her control, the Vice-Rector for Education is entitled to decide on the appli-
cation for reimbursement. 

(17) The scholarship may be earned through a public call for applications. The call 
shall be issued by the Vice-Rector for Education in agreement with the Student 
Union. 

(18) Applications will be checked and ranked by the SSC. 
(19) The Vice-Rector for Education shall decide on the award of the scholarship. 
(20) The appeal must be submitted to the Student Appeals Committee within 15 days 

of the decision being notified and must be submitted in Neptun.

1) Evaluating academic performance:  

a) For the purposes of evaluating academic performance the scholarship average 

laid down in 72(6) of the Study and Examination Regulations (SER) should be 

applied,  

(1) The scholarship average is calculated on the basis of the results of all the 

subjects taken during the active semester. The scholarship average is the 

product of the credit value and the grade of the subjects completed in the 

semester divided by the number of the credits taken. For the purposes of 

calculating the scholarship average, the grades achieved in the compulsory 

and compulsory elective subjects and their credit values shall be weighted 

by 1.2.

(2) scholarship average of first-semester master students: based on the "schol-
arship average" derived from the admission points (100/20=5)  

ab) or the credit-weighted average academic performance as defined in 72 (2) 
of the SER shall be applied:

b) The calculation of the scholarship average and the calculation of the credit-
weighted average academic performance is based on the results of all the sub-
jects taken and completed by the student in the semester(s) concerned.  

ba) The grades obtained at another higher education institution within 
the framework of an additional (parallel) student status, during a parallel 
programme within the institution or during previous studies may not be 
included in the scholarship average and the weighted average academic 
performance.  
bb)The subjects closed with a fail grade or with a ‘exam not taken’, ‘not 
completed’, ‘absent’ entry are included in the numerator of the formula 
with a zero grade, an exception to this is if the student does not appear at 
the retake examination for the improvement of the grade of a successful 
exam in a given subject and receives an ‘absent’ entry, in which case the 
given subject is included in the numerator with the last successful grade 
and credit value.  
bc) For students participating in a master programme, the subjects to be 
completed simultaneously with the programme aimed at obtaining the 
master degree - and representing credits in addition to the credits re-
quired for obtaining the diploma - as stipulated on a compulsory basis 
during the higher education admission procedure in the framework of the 
preliminary credit recognition procedure after taking into account the 
credits completed during previous studies, shall not be included in the 
scholarship average, and the credit-weighted average academic perfor-
mance.  
bd)Subjects completed under a guest student status, regardless of 
whether the student completed them in the framework of a guest student 
status at a domestic or foreign higher education institution, shall be con-
sidered as having been completed by the student at the University and 
shall be included in the calculation of the scholarship average and the 
credit-weighted average academic performance with the credit values 
and grades approved by the Credit Transfer Committee.
